Angie Moffat Memorial Scholarship
Students at Longreach SHS and Longreach SS have increased their food preparation and presentation skills through increased access to digital images. Through the camera I received from the Angie Moffat Memorial Scholarship students have been able to build on their practical food preparation skills as well incorporating their digital images into multi-media presentations.
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Longreach SS Food Technology recipes were able to be individualized through the inclusion of specific images to highlight required techniques. Many students enjoyed seeing themselves and their food products ‘on show’ on the school display board. The display board pictorial allowed parents to observe their children in a new environment.
Longreach SHS students prepared enthusiastically food products which they styled to be photographed for inclusion in a multi media presentation. Student ease of access to the camera allowed them to critically evaluate their product and be able to change style to increase presentation effectiveness. Students learnt new camera skills specially relating to food presentation.
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The camera ability to capture both still and video images allowed practical learning experiences to become embedded into classroom delivery. The curriculum for students became more relevant as they were able to link theory to practical work more easily.
For both schools the camera allowed moments in class to be captured and be used later to promote the subject to both the school and its wider community.
